IS SENT HOME WITH A TEMPERATURE, PARENT SHOULD NOT SEND THE STUDENT BACK UNTIL FEVER
FREE FOR 24 HOURS (THE STUDENT MUST BE FEVER FREE WITHOUT TYLENOL, MOTRIN, OR OTHER
MEDICATION)
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+ THE SCHOOL HAS AND WILL CONTINUE, IN CORDINATION WITH STATE, LOCAL, AND TRIBAL HEALTH
OFFICIALS, TO PROVIDE VACCINATION OPPORTUNITIES FOR THE STAFF, STUDENTS, AND COMMUNITY
AS WE ARE AFFORDE OPPORTUNITIES TO DO SO
